Panera is focused on making the customer (administrative assistants) look good and offers delivery of orders of $50+. Menu items include breakfast; boxed luncheons; platters; a new “lighten up” campaign of healthier options; i.e., mayo with olive oil, offering of condiments on the side, etc., as well as customizing orders as requested.  Bread is baked fresh every night and any leftover is always given to a local charity.  Tina raffled off a few door prizes to the members, including a $20 gift card.

First Coast Chapter President Iris Ojeda, CAP welcomed members and guest to the meeting and introductions made.
Newly passed CPS and CAP members, Linda Montonera and Robin Henderson, respectively, were presented with their new IAAP nameplates by Patti Reed, CAP.  Patti spent a few moments reviewing the certification process, including the available CDs containing current study materials, along with the CPS and CAP designations.  Denise Pusateri, CPS/CAP showed the IAAP plaque she received upon her certification in 2008.  IAAP now provides a paper certificate upon being certified but individuals may purchase the plaque for $45 upon certification if desired.    
AMERICAN CANCER SOCIETY 2011 RELAY FOR LIFE

Community Service Committee Chair, Debbie Latek, introduced Diana Ryan, the Team Development Chair for the Northside Relay for Life, who took a few moments and shared her experiences with the Relay, its history and focus of celebration of life with lost ones and survivors, along with a video from a previous event.  The Relay for Life is now the largest fundraiser in the world, with over three million participants in 23 countries.  In 2009, there were over 100,000 participants in Florida with 19,000 survivors who walked the first lap of the relay.  
This year’s fundraiser event will be held at First Coast High School (northside of town) from 6:00 pm on April 16 through 12:00 Noon April 17.  The theme is Mardi Gras and each team is encouraged to decorate its space in the theme and wear appropriate festive attire.  Each team should have between 10-15 members and all funds raised go the American Cancer Society.  Team members will walk or run the track in one-hour intervals.  
Diana encouraged the Chapter to have the “goal” funds raised prior to the event so everyone can enjoy the food, fun and camaraderie of the event vs. focusing on selling items to make the goal.  Previous fundraisers at the event include jail and bail, face painting, jewelry, Best Buy donations, chance drawings, t-shirts, just to name a few.  Throughout the 18-hour period there will be games, dancing, live music, musical chairs and other activities.  Luminaries are purchased; Aetna charges $5.00 each while other teams sell them for $10.00 each, and lit around 8:30 pm in the names of cancer survivors and lost one’s names.  At the end of the event, all gather as balloons are released.

Her presentation titled “Goal Setting-Life Planning…Why, How, Really?” focused on each attendee setting one attainable goal using the SMART process.
