Parliamentarian Brenda Minier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
First Coast Chapter President Iris Ojeda CAP welcomed everyone to the meeting and guest introductions were made.  She reported Joyce Johnson had hosted a meeting for a new chapter (Northeast Florida Chapter) in Yulee on July 6.  In attendance at tonight’s meeting were five (5) potential new IAAP members, two (2) First Coast Chapter members who would transfer membership once the NE Chapter is formally approved, and two (2) others who are interested in joining but were unable to attend Joyce’s meeting.  Four (4) of these ladies came all the way from Georgia to attend the First Coast Chapter meeting to see firsthand the benefits of belonging to IAAP and the work and effort required to put together a successful Chapter meeting. All were made welcome, food was shared, and the foundation of a beneficial relationship begun.
President Ojeda also welcomed everyone to the new fiscal year, 2010-2011.  Newly installed officers: Liz Ingraham CAP – Treasurer and Robin Henderson - Secretary were pinned.  Vice President Patti Reed CAP had not yet arrived but will receive her pin separately.  Iris mentioned members should begin thinking about running for an Officer position for the 2011-2012 fiscal year, as this is her final year of eligibility as Chapter President.  She and Patti Reed CAP will be co-chairing the 2012 FDAM Committee, making both ineligible for a Chapter officer position.  The Chapter must have a President and Treasurer in order to operate.

The educational program was delayed until the arrival of the Education Committee Chair.  In the interim, Julie Smith, Membership Committee Chair, announced the recruitment drawing for the second quarter.  Members who recruit a new member receive one entry in the quarterly drawing.  Iris Ojeda won the $25 prize.  Julie also explained that IAAP Headquarters offers a $10 certificate for those who sponsor five (5) or more new members in a year.  The certificate is good towards online purchases through the IAAP HQ store.
This evening’s meal sponsor was Ashley Street Catering, a for-profit catering division of the Clara White Mission.  The Clara White Mission helps at-risk individuals gain a new perspective on life through job training in culinary arts, janitorial environmental service, job placement, housing initiatives, drop-in center meals, and more. Patti Reed CAP introduced Peter Bayley, donor resource consultant, with The Blood Alliance (TBA), formerly known as The Florida/Georgia Blood Alliance.  The recent expansion into South Carolina led to the Alliance’s name change.  Peter explained his role at TBA is to solicit businesses, places of worship, etc., who are willing to host a blood drive.  TBA is the only local non-profit blood bank in town and all blood donated locally remains in the community in which it is donated.  TBA is committed to having 350 units of blood available per day to local hospitals.  This is especially critical in Jacksonville given the Mayo Clinic is our nation’s kidney transplant hospital.

June Treasurer’s Report 

The June Treasurer’s Report was previously distributed for review.  No questions or issues were brought forward and the Report stands.
2010-2011 Proposed Budget
Treasurer Liz Ingraham CAP presented the proposed 2010-2011 budget.  Line items were reviewed with questions from the floor addressed by Liz.  Following the discussion, a motion was made by Liz Ingraham to accept the budget as proposed; Donna Burtnett seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the 2010-2011 Budget passed as presented.  
Rewards & Recognition Program Change
Patti Reed CAP introduced a new rewards program, First Coast Keys to Success with IAAP, which replaces the existing Win a Pin program.  This change is in keeping with the IAAP International President’s, Mary Ramsey-Drow, CPS/CAP; message presented at the June Florida Division Annual Meeting (FDAM) citing each member’s responsibility for his/her advancement in their chosen career.  To that end, this new program will reward members with a “key” for each IAAP sponsored event attended throughout the year.  For each “key” earned, the member’s name will go into a drawing at the end of the year.  The more events attended, the more “keys” each member will have in the drawing, thereby increasing his/her chance of winning.  The Chapter will provide each member with an IAAP beaded pin/keychain ring for safekeeping of their “keys.” At the end of the fiscal year, four (4) lucky members will each receive a gift certificate for their hard work in furthering their education through attending IAAP events.

The sign-in sheets will be the tracking mechanism to ensure member names are entered appropriately for each event attended.

2010 Member of Excellence
Rewards & Recognition Committee Chair Elaine Boccio reported that First Coast and Lake Buena Vista tied with eleven (11) Member of Excellence (MOE) awards each.  She revisited the program guidelines with the group and provided a template for recording when each criterion is met.  A total of eight (8) out of eleven (11) points are required for MOE eligibility.  A new change from HQ is the requirement for Chapter of Excellence eligibility is the requirement of 60% of each Chapter’s membership must be MOE.
2011 Cruise Fundraiser
President Iris Ojeda CAP reported Shirley Durrant CAP is the winner of the cruise theme contest.  She was the only entrant; however, she submitted numerous themes.
