Their representative, Loretta Crescente, provided t-shirts and key chains for raffling.  Connie Saunders reported on the status of the 2011 Cruise --- 17 cabins are booked so far and she is optimistic that the event will be a bigger fundraiser for the Chapter than 2010.

Membership Chair Julie Smith mentioned her desire for a member’s profile section on the Chapter website.  This information could possibly include personal email addresses, IAAP anniversaries, certification date, date to renew, etc., as requested by Julie.  She and Iris will work to draft a form that would be available for members who wish to provide this information on a voluntary basis.  Confidentiality remains a concern and security will need to be in place before any personal information can be made available to the membership at large.
SPRUCE UP FOR SPRING SEMINAR
The date for the Spring Seminar, Spruce Up For Spring, is February 26, 2011, in Altamonte Springs.  Seminar Chair Julie Smith reported Division is reviewing the list of potential hotels and the Seminar Committee will conduct site visits to those identified as viable.
