COMMUNITY SERVICE

· Debbie Latek, Community Services Committee Chair, updated the American Cancer Society “Relay for Life” fundraising event scheduled for April 16-17, 2011.  It is going to have a Mardi Gras theme.  Start time is Noon on Saturday, April 16, and conclude early Sunday morning at First Coast High School, near JIA.  The event involves participants committing to run the track, live entertainment with a DJ, cancer survivor luminaries, among other fun activities planned throughout the event.  There will likely be one-hour “sessions” for attendees.  Iris and Debbie will be attending team captain’s meetings and keep the Chapter updated as time nears.
· The Chapter voted on serving breakfast at the Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless.  Participation in this event requires the Chapter to donate $300 to serve a meal (breakfast likely given all other meals are already reserved); a maximum of 15 people would be able to attend.  The Board had previously voted to add this activity to the Chapter’s calendar but a Chapter vote is required before commitment can be made.  The thinking is that the Chapter would pay $150 and each member participating in serving breakfast would offer a $10 donation.  A motion was put forth, seconded, and voted on that “First Coast Chapter would pay Sulzbacher to ‘serve a meal’ at the cost of $300, with each member participating to pay $10.”  Majority ensued and the motion passed.  Iris and/or Debbie Latek will work this to confirm the date of the event.
YARD SALE

The Chapter’s yard sale occurred on Saturday, November 13, in the Gator Stuff parking lot on Beach Boulevard.  There was a fair turnout and a total of $211 has been raised to date for the First Coast Scholarship Fund, requiring a second yard sale in the spring if the Chapter is to be able to offer a scholarship this fiscal year.  To avoid this from happening in the future, the Chapter would like to work towards revising the Chapter Bylaws to no longer require yard sales to be the single fundraiser for scholarships; the Board is currently addressing revisions needed to the Bylaws in order to meet the February 2011 Division review.
