AUGUST FINANCIAL REPORT 
August Financials are withheld pending an additional meeting with the current and past Treasurers.  There remains a $48 discrepancy brought out in 2009-2010 fiscal year audit.  Iris Ojeda offered to take the Chapter through the financials, if desired.  The Chapter will wait for a report once the revised data is available.
AUGUST CHAPTER MINUTES
August Chapter meeting minutes were distributed and revised according to input received.  Current minutes are available online.  Chapter Secretary Robin Henderson put forth a motion to accept the current minutes as official documentation of the August meeting.  Elaine Boccio seconded the motion, with no debate from the floor and the vote taken.  Motion passed without issue and the August Chapter meeting minutes are official.
SPRING SEMINAR NAME CHANGE
During the LEC in Cocoa Beach, the Florida Division Board announced the name change for the Spring Seminar to Spring Education Conference (SEC), scheduled for February 26, 2011.  The event format will remain similar to that of LECs; Saturday’s program will run from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm.  Certified members will have the opportunity to earn four recertification points by attending the specified sessions.  There will be additional education sessions during the day, although they will not have recertification points associated with them due to speaker availability.    
The SEC Committee Chair (Julie Smith) reported planning continues for the event.  The meeting location (hotel), while not confirmed, will likely be the Marriott at Lake Mary (off I-4) at the rate of $85 per night; registration cost is $49 per person.  Donna Burtnett is working registration and Shirley Durrant CPS/CAP is handling Ways & Means for the event.  Please see either Donna or Shirley if you are interested in helping out in these areas.  The Chapter has offered to support Julie with the SEC and is accepting donations for door prizes.
Separately, the Chapter will need to pull together its own Ways & Means fundraiser(s) for this event.  There is a $10 charge to rent a Ways & Mean table.
PSI UPDATE
Denise Pusateri CPS/CAP reported the next scheduled PSI Mandarin Center event is on Monday, October 25 – the annual Chili Halloween Night.  The sign-up sheet is full – thanks to those who volunteering!  PSI is providing the chili and dessert while the Chapter provides other items.  Donations for grab bag prizes are still in need and will be accepted at the October Board and Chapter meetings, Keri Kidder CAP has offered to purchase grab bag items from Oriental Trading Company (reported by Iris Ojeda).
LEC – SEPTEMBER 10-11, 2010

Eighty (80) IAAP members attended the September LEC in Cocoa Beach.  Attendees had a choice of educational sessions; four had recertification points given for attending.  Iris presented Julie Smith’s presentation on Orientation and Membership, with good feedback on the CDs given to attendees.
The format of the September LEC was different vs. those held in the past in that Florida Division President Linda Freese CAP changed it up to be that of an educational conference and FLAN (Florida Area Networking).  Overall, it appeared that the group size was somewhat limiting in getting the brainstorming flow to occur; however, there was some exchange between Chapters and all seemed to take away some new learning.  It was agreed that future FLANs would be more Chapter-focused while the LEC/SECs would provide formal educational programs (recertification points).

CHAPTER CALENDAR UPDATES

A suggestion was for mentors to reach out to the inactive members to get them enrolled in the e-Group.

Discussion ensued regarding possible reasons for the Chapter not winning an Avery Award.  This award is based on points and our Chapter has to improve in membership, both growing the chapter and retaining members, to have a chance to be in the running.
