CHAPTER MINUTES:

5:30 p.m. is the time for networking, check-in and a light meal (provided by Jason’s Deli); $5 to members, free to guests.  Attendees were asked to sign-in, wear their IAAP pin, have attendance incentive card signed by an officer, and know that raffle tickets are for sale at $10 for cruise and $5 for Florida Division Annual Meeting.

Eighteen (18) members were in attendance.  There were no guests.

At 6:17, the meeting was called to order by Linda Montonera, Parliamentarian.

Iris Ojeda, Chapter President, welcomed everyone and asked that we introduce ourselves around the tables.  Then Jason’s Deli representative, Melissa Roland, was invited to do a brief presentation.  Thanks to Julie Smith for this sponsor.

Ms. Roland thanks us for the opportunity to provide our meal and information about her business.   She explained what they have to offer and gave everyone a brochure and business card. 

Patti Reed was first on the agenda regarding Program and Education events. She mentioned that the Saturday Excel Class was well attended and from that class, the instructor, Robin Baker, is willing to help any of us that would like to test for the MOUS (Microsoft Certification) and get certified by 2009, the classes could be held at WaMu and more information will follow, assuming there is interest. 

Patti introduced the evening’s speaker, Joy Chappell, who presented on “Developing Your Leadership Skills”.  She provided a handout.   Ms. Chappell asked all members to introduce themselves and where they work.  She began with “knowing what you are supposed to do in a job is vital and proceeded to share about working as teams and as groups of individuals…

At 7:55 p.m., the Treasurer, Brenda Deavers informed us that the balance in our treasury is #1,299.75.  $210.00 was Belk’s ticket sales and $23.50 was from 50/50 with the other $23.50 ear-marked for RTF (Retirement Trust Fund) – this amount will be added to the December drawing and a check will be mailed to RTF.

Shirley reported on the PSI Yard Sale, in which six members assisted in the rummage sale and the sale of “walking tacos”.  She reported that $90 was brought in from taco sales and $15 from rummage sales.  An evaluation of the event was completed by those who worked and shared with members. 

Discussion followed in that participation in the rummage sale was not lucrative, and maybe was in competition, not only with their sale of rummage, but with our Yard Sale tentatively scheduled for March, 2009.  Iris Ojeda made a motion that IAAP no longer participate in the rummage sale portion; only the taco sales in the future; the motion was seconded by Julie Smith and all members voted aye to this motion.

The most current PSI Events have been well attended – October 27 Chili Halloween Night, the 11-8-08 Saturday 7 to 1, Yard Sale.   Only Shirley attended the November Potluck, she attended to be support in getting a nominating committee for the resident association and that was already accomplished.  The next event is the annual Christmas Potluck in which IAAP members provide pies for dessert and lead everyone in Christmas carols.

Julie handed out a flyer entitled “Holiday – Brooks’ Kids!” explaining what we did last year, and inviting us to donate gifts this year as a thank you for their support, since they do provide our meeting place for Board and Chapter Meetings and it is a good cause.  The flyer listed specific ideas that would be accepted.  Members were asked to bring donations to the December meeting that will be held in Brook’s new Clubhouse on Cortez and Beach. 

Attending a play entitled “Menopause” in February, 2009 was discussed, but was tabled due to the cost of $47.00 per person.

Our upcoming December 16, 2008 monthly membership meeting will be a potluck, at Brooks’ Clubhouse.  Iris will do an email invitation.  Linda Montonera will do the list of who will attend and what they will bring.
